Commercial Card Rooms

Commercial card room operators seeking to operate any of these games must first submit

their internal controls and receive approval from the Commission prior to implementing.

Manufacturers and distributors of graphic layouts and/or any other equipment associated

with these games must be licensed by the state prior to the sale of the equipment.

Tribal Casinos

Each Tribal Gaming Operation must request and obtain approval from their respective

Tribal Gaming Agencies (TGA).

Before TGA allows your games to operate, they will seek concurrence from our agency

as well.
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e In addition to your approved rules, the Tribal submission to us must include all
supplemental information required by Tribal-State Compact Appendix A, Section 18.

e Manufacturers and distributors of graphic layouts and/or any other equipment associated
with the game must be certified by the state and licensed by the Tribe prior to the sale of
the equipment.

LNW Gaming, Inc Big Raise Hold’'em™ (version 4) R20050212



OVERVIEW

Big Raise Hold’em is a five-card poker game. It features head-to-head play
against the dealer, and a bonus bet based on the player’s first two cards.

Players get two cards and combine them with three community cards to form
their hands. Traditional rankings apply.

Players must make the Ante bet vs. the dealer. They may also make the optional
2 Card Bonus bet, which wins when the player has a pair or an ace in his first
two cards. See layout for odds.

Players also win Ante Bonuses when their five-card hand is a straight or higher.

See layout for odds.

RECOMMENDED DEALING PROCEDURES

1. LNW Gaming, Inc recommends using a DECKMATE®, DECK MATE 2 an
ACE®, iDEAL®shulffler or i-Deal Plus. When using the ACE®,
iDEAL®shuffler, or iDeal-Plus contact your LNW Gaming, Inc service
technician to set up the appropriate mode.

2. To begin the game, players must make an Ante bet. They may also make
a 2 Card Bonus bet.

3. Working from left to right, the dealer gives each player two starting
cards, face-down.

4. The dealer gives himself three starting cards, placed in the area marked
“Up.” The card furthest to the dealer’s right is placed face-up; the other
two are placed face-down.

S. Players now have a choice:
a. Fold and surrender the Ante bet. Players indicate this by throwing
their cards in face-down.

i. In the unlikely event of a player folding a hand that
qualifies for a 2 Card Bonus payout, he still gets paid. The
player must show the dealer his hand and announce that
he wants to fold. The dealer will pay the 2 Card Bonus and
then collect the player’s cards and Ante.

b. Make a Play bet. Players indicate this by turning their cards face-
up and making an additional wager.

i. When the player does not have a pair, he may bet 2x to 3x
his ante.

ii. If the player has a pair, he may bet 2x to 4x his Ante.

6. The dealer then reveals his other two cards and discards the lowest one.
The dealer discards the lowest card, even if it breaks up a pair.
a. When breaking up a pair, the dealer will never have two suited
cards.
i. Example. The dealer has the Ace of clubs, the 10 of clubs
and the 10 of diamonds. The dealer will keep the Ace and the
10 of diamonds.

7. The dealer then reveals the three community cards and makes his best five-
card hand.

8. Working from right to left, the dealer will reveal each player’s starting cards
and combine them with the community cards.
a. If the player’s hand beats or ties the dealer’s, the Play and Ante bets
win even money.
b. If the player’s hand loses to the dealer’s, the Play and Ante bets lose.
c. The dealer then pays any Ante Bonuses. These are paid in
addition to the even money payoffs for beating the dealer. If the player
has a Ante Bonus hand that loses to the dealer, his Play and Ante
lose, but he still collects an Ante Bonus.
d. The dealer then resolves the 2 Card Bonus wager. If the player has a pair
of Ace high, this bet wins according to the paytable on the
layout. Otherwise it loses.

Operators cannot allow wagering limits to exceed the authorized limits set out in WAC 230-15-040 and
WAC 230-15-140.
